Personal, Social and Health Education and Citizenship
PSHE and citizenship needs to be planned for during discrete curriculum time in its own right, but also through and in other curriculum areas, through activities and school events, and also in the relationships we develop with the local community.

Values Statement

At Parklands Infant and Nursery School we value Personal, Social and Health Education (PSHE) and Citizenship. 

These make an increasingly important contribution to all aspects of life, personally and socially thereby developing important life skills. 
The whole school ethos and Parklands Mission Statement demonstrate clearly what values we as a school want to promote for all our children.

· We aim to provide a welcoming atmosphere, where every child is included and valued.
· Our behaviour and bullying policy and codes of conduct encourage positive behaviour and challenge all forms of bullying and discrimination.
· We celebrate achievement in all areas including improvement, attitudes, kindness, hard work as well as academic success.  The weekly Headteacher’s awards given to each class are part of this.
· Collective worship includes the celebration of our schools value.
Every Child Matters
At Parklands we aim to uphold the five areas covered in ‘Every Child Matters’ and provide all children with key skills for the future.

· Be healthy
School meal choices, healthy lunchbox/breakfast workshops, understanding food groups and a balanced diet.  Two hours of PE a week and after school sports activities.

· Stay safe
Stranger danger, safety in the home (electricity, drugs etc) and road safety.

· Enjoy and achieve
Headteachers weekly award, class reward schemes, photographic records of special events and visitors.

· Make a positive contribution
Pupil council, fruit/playground/lunchtime monitors, special helpers and community involvement e.g. singing at in the community, Harvest festival at a local church every other year.

· Achieve economic well-being
Enterprise events.

Key Stage 1/Foundation 2

As of September 2010 the majority of PSHE work in Key Stage 1 and Foundation 2 will be taken from the SEAL (Social and Emotional Aspects of Learning) programme.  This will be complemented and enhanced by cross-curricular links, assemblies, visitors and trips.
‘This publication (SEAL) aims to support schools and settings in promoting the progress and achievement of all learners.

It is underpinned by the three principles of the National Curriculum inclusion statement:

· Setting suitable learning challenges

· Responding to pupils’ diverse learning needs

· Overcoming potential barriers to learning and assessment for individuals and groups of pupils’

(Excellence and Enjoyment: social and emotional aspects of learning – Guidance – DFES 2004)

The SEAL programme consists of 7 themes which are to be introduced throughout the academic year;
Theme 1 – New beginnings

Theme 2 – Getting on and falling out
Theme 3 – Say no to bullying

Theme 4 – Going for goals!

Theme 5 – Good to be me

Theme 6 – Relationships

Theme 7 – Changes

The programme contains materials suitable for each year group (Foundation 2, Year 1 and Year 2).  Therefore despite the fact that each theme is revisited each year the children are provided with the opportunity to develop and extend their knowledge.  Each theme will be introduced through a whole school assembly.  Individual teacher will then adapt the SEAL materials to deliver the rest of the unit within their classroom.  This whole school approach is key to the success of the SEAL programme.
Cross curricular coverage of PSHE requirements

Geography

· What improves and harms our local, natural and built environments and about some of the ways people look after them.

Maths/Enterprise

· To realize that money comes from different sources and can be used for different purposes.

Science/Design and Technology/P.E.
· How to make simple choices that improve health and well being.
Science
· To maintain personal hygiene.

· How some diseases spread and can be controlled.

· About the process of growing from young to old and how people’s needs change.

· The names of the main parts of the body.

· That all household products, including medicines, can be harmful if not used properly.

Early Years Foundation Stage
‘Children must be provided with experiences and support which will help them to develop a positive sense of themselves and of others; respect for others; social skills; and a positive disposition to learn. Providers must ensure support for children's emotional well-being to help them to know themselves and what they can do.’

(Early Years Foundation Stage)

PSHE in the Early Years Foundation Stage will follow the requirements of the ‘Early Years Foundation Stage’ document.  Children in Foundation 2 will also be involved in the SEAL programme.

The follow six areas will be covered;

· Dispositions and Attitudes
· Self-confidence and Self-esteem
· Making Relationships
· Behaviour and Self-control
· Self-care
· Sense of Community
Breadth of opportunity

We aim to give children at Parklands a wide range of opportunities to develop their personal and social skills and to explore and express their emotions through drama and role play, art and craft, dance, music and stories.  All children are encouraged to take part in group discussions and to listen to each other.  We help them to learn to ask questions and to develop the confidence to make real choices and decisions in their contribution to class and group projects, and to learn to know what it means to co-operate with others and take responsibility.  We aim to give children the opportunity and time to reflect on their experiences and to begin to evaluate what they have done.

Outside Agencies/Visitors

It is our aim to invite more visitors into school to help promote and reinforce areas of our PSHE curriculum.  This will include the health promoting schools team, school nurse, health visitor, vet, dentist, police, fire fighters and guests linked to our religious celebrations.

ICT within PSHE

At Parklands we strive to use ICT throughout the PSHE curriculum where it is appropriate and will positively support learning and teaching.  

This will include;

· Internet use for images and information

· Use of Interactive whiteboard for recording information

· PowerPoint/ Smart board presentations

· CD-Roms for information

· Digital Camera 

· Digi Blue cameras

Assessment

· Children use ‘colour cards’ to self assess at the end of each lesson.  This allows the teacher to assess the children’s level of understanding in preparation for the next lesson.

· Marking of work using same colours as the ‘colour cards’.

· Teachers annotate planning to indicate achievements and difficulties.

· At the end of each unit of work assessment is completed to indicate the levels of achievement for each individual child.

· Social comments are recorded for each child every term.

· PSHE is commented on at parents evening twice a year and in the end of year report.
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
